The FLMI Society of OHIO is proud to sponsor a “personal shower” to benefit the residents of the Anna Louise Inn, located here in Cincinnati at our fall meeting.   You can help by bringing a personal item or two to be donated.   Items such as razors, soap, shampoo, conditioner, Vaseline, nail clippers, feminine hygiene products, peroxide, rubbing alcohol, etc  are always in need.   We will also accept monetary donations, which will be matched dollar for dollar by the Society (up to a maximum total of $500).     


The Anna Louise Inn opened its door on May 31, 1909 to provide “working girls” a safe, affordable residence in downtown Cincinnati.  Generations of women have called the Inn home: women moving from rural areas to the city to locate work, young women seeking to further their education, wives of service men, women recovering from mental, physical, and/or verbal abuse, independent elderly, women struggling with a financial burden, retirees. Providing safe affordable housing for women continues to be the goal of the Anna Louise Inn in this new millennium. 

The Anna Louise Inn is located in downtown Cincinnati historic Lytle Park area and is within walking distance to museums, restaurants, parks and the beautiful Ohio River.  The Anna Louise Inn is owned and operated by Cincinnati’s oldest social service agency, Cincinnati Union Bethel.  

The Inn was the idea of the late Rev. James O. White, for many years superintendent of CUB.  In 1909 young women from the country were beginning to come to Cincinnati in numbers to find work.  White (as a part of the work at the settlement house) was called on to hunt rooms for them. 

As he looked for such accommodations he was confronted with a problem.  Rooming house owners told him, “I will take a man roomer, but not a girl.  A girl wants to do a bit of laundry, and curl their hair.  ‘Girls are a bother’.”  

Mr. White then interested the late Mr. and Mrs. Charles P. Taft.  They gave 50% of the money needed to establish the Inn.  White believed it should be given a girl’s name  and was granted permission to call it The Anna Louise Inn after Mr. and Mrs. Taft’s daughter, Mrs. Anna Louise Semple.
